WHEREAS, the United States of Americais considering pre-emptive use of forcein
Iraq;

WHEREAS, Iraq is anation of 23 million people, including 12 million children;

WHEREAS, hundreds of thousands of innocent civilians, as well as our own military
troops, will likely be seriously injured or killed if a United States invasion should take place;

WHEREAS, the United States does not have the support of many allied nations which
could make an attack and defense difficult and risk future negative international relations;

WHEREAS, the Bush administration is preparing supplemental spending requests
totaling $95 billion to pay for the war in Iraq;

WHEREAS, a pre-emptive attack may create a hostile and destabilizing response
among the international community, particularly the Arab nations;
